She makes 

the best pickles and relishes.  

These picked cucumbers are 

great on sandwiches and in 

hamburgers. 

Pickled Cucumbers 
  

500g lebanese cucumbers 

2 medium white 

onions 

1½ cups white 

vinegar 

¾ cup sugar 

1 teaspoon mustard 

seeds 

½ teaspoon ground turmeric 

 

Slice cucumbers into the 

thinnest rings possible. Peel, 

slice onions thin too.  Place into 

bowl and sprinkle with ¼ cup 

salt. Stand for and hour. Drain 

well. 

 

Place all the other ingredients in 

a saucepan and cook over gentle 

heat until sugar has dissolved. 

Bring to boil then pour over the 

drained cucumber and onion. 

Leave to cool. Put into jars. 

Keeps in fridge for several 

months.
