Steamed Golden Syrup 

Pudding  (Serves 6)  
 

Pudding  

50g butter (at room  

temperature)  

125g sugar  

2 eggs  

175g self - raising flo ur, sifted  

pinch of salt  

3 tablespoons milk  

1 tspn vanilla extract  

golden syrup  

To serve : Thickened cream  
 

To make the pudding  

Beat together the butter and 

sugar until well mixed.   Add 

the eggs, one at a time, and 

beat until the mixture is pale 

and fluffy.   Add the flour and 

salt gradually, alternating with 

the milk and vanilla extract.  

Line a pudding bowl (maybe 

just a suitably shaped small 

mixing bowl) with a thick layer 

of golden syrup, about 6 

tablespoons.   Spoon the batter 

into the bowl and cover tight ly 

with aluminium foil or a lid (if 

using foil tie string around rim 

of bowl to secure foil and 

prevent water getting in).   

Place the bowl in a large pot 

of simmering water (the water 

should come three -quarters of 

the way up the bowl).   Cover 

the pot and s immer the 

pudding for 1  ½ hours.  
 

To Serve  

Turn the pudding out onto a 

flat plate.   Cut in slices like a 

cake and serve with thickened 

cream.
