Recipe of the Week

There is a new section in the Newsletter—Recipe of the Week. We will
feature recipes from our school community. Our first recipe is from Jo
Boyd. Jo has kindly shared the recipe for the fabulous chocolate slice she
makes.

Malt Slice

250g Malt-o-milk biscuits
250g Malt biscuits (can also use milk arrowroot or milk coffee or another Malt-o-milk)
*need to buy two packets of Paradise brand malt biscuits as they are sold in
200g packs, use one packet and the extra 50g from the second packet and keep the extra biscuits
for the next time you make the slice. Using two packets of malt-o-milk biscuits instead is fine.

180g butter

2tbsp golden syrup

1 tin condensed milk
250g milk chocolate block

Crush biscuits. Use the food processor and crush biscuits to resemble fine breadcrumbs. Melt
butter, condensed milk and golden syrup, in a saucepan over low heat and stir until combined. Add
to biscuits. Press into a slice tin, lined with foil or baking paper. Chill. Melt chocolate with a dob of
butter (either in double boiler or carefully in the microwave, as it is easy to burn), pour onto slice.
Keep in fridge.
