Principal’s Report

Dear Parents,

Influenza HIN1 (Human
Swine Flu)

Today the Winter Sport Round
Robin Competition, which
involved our children, was
cancelled following the
announcement of some
confirmed cases of Influenza
HIN1 (Human Swine Flu)
within the Western Region.

The Department of Education
and Early Childhood
Development released a media
update on 3™ June at 7pm
stating the following:

“Victoria is now in a modified
‘Sustain’ phase of its plan to
manage the impact of this strain
of influenza in our community.
The virus has so far been mild
and can be compared to our
normal winter flu.

There is no longer a need to
quarantine everyone who has
been in contact with a
confirmed case of HIN1
Influenza. Only confirmed cases
will need to be quarantined for
three days and will all continue
to be given the most
appropriate treatment.
Household members may
continue to be provided with

Tamiflu, but will not be
quarantined.

The Victorian Government will
focus on those most vulnerable
to influenza: those in aged-care
facilities, special developmental
schools and hospitals.

Schools will no longer be closed
when cases are confirmed.
Students, teachers, and classes
that are in quarantine, as a
result of being in contact with a
confirmed case of the virus,
should return to school as soon
as practicable. Schools and
early childhood providers that
are currently closed due to
HAN1 Influenza can reopen.”

We will advise you of updates
in future newsletters.
