Egg Free Chocolate Cake

. INGREDIENTS o) |

1 280 g sifted all -purpose flour
I 300 g white sugar

1 45 g unsweetened cocoa powder
1 120 m | vegetable oil

1 355 ml water

1 7 g baking soda

1 2gsalt

T 20 ml vanilla extract

Directions

1. Preheat oven to 350 degrees F (175 degrees C), grease and flour a 9x13 inch pan.

2. Inalarge bowl, sift together flour, cocoa powder, soda and salt. Add sugar and m ix together.

3. Add oil, water and vanilla and mix thoroughly. (As this has no eggs it is advisable to make batter
quite a few hours before, even the night before, as this will ensure that all mixture is moist)

4. Pourinto a 9x13 inch pan or spoon into flat b ase ice -cream cones. Bake cake at 350 degrees F
(175 degrees C) for 1 hour and or cones for approx 20 minutes, until toothpick inserted in centre
comes out clean.
